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San Diego – A statewide poll of Florida voters, for the Republican presidential primary election, 
released today by Datamar Inc., shows that former U.S. Mayor of New York, Rudy Giuliani has 
maintained his lead in the polls from 27% in May 2007, to 28.8% in November 2007.

The targeted-registration-based-sampling (TRBS)*  selection criteria were based on election cycles 
and other voter factors in Florida. Datamar proprietary algorithms were used to generate random 
samples from the target group for calling.  
 
Where necessary, responses were weighted according to age, gender, and political party.
