San Diego — Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger’ s overdl gpprova rating in San Diego County is at 55% in apoll
released today by Datamar Inc. The Governor il is polling well with Republicans, with over 82% gpproving of the
job heisdoing. Only 18% of Democrats gpprove of the job heis doing.

Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger's Job Approval.
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When we asked the respondents to rate the Governor when it comes to working for the best interest of people like
them, 35% overdl thought he was doing an excellent job, 21% a good job, 16% afair job, and 27% a poor job.

Governor Scwarzenegger's gpprova rating soars in comparison to the approva rating for the State Legidature. A
mere 15% gpprove of the job the legidators are doing, with 63% disgpproving. Among Democrats, only 25%
approve of the State Legidature' sjob performance, while only 9% of Republicans approve.

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When respondents were asked to rate the Cadifornia legidature’ s ability to work for the best interest of people like
them, only 4% overdl rated it as excellent while 15% rated it good. 37% rated it fair, and 41% rated it poor. Very
few Democrats, 6%, thought the legidature was doing an excellent job while Republicans echoed this negetive belief
at 3%.

“Both Democrats and Republicans fed the Cdifornia Legidature is doing a poor job, while the Governor’s gpprovd
rating comes down aong party lines.” noted Richard Babcock of Datamar.

The votersin San Diego County are generaly pessmigtic when it comesto the direction of Cdifornia. Overal, only
29% think the state is going in the right direction, while 52% think it is going in the wrong direction. Republicans,
40%, are somewhat more optimistic than Democrats, 14%, on the direction of Cdifornia. 68% of Democrats and
41% of Republicansthink Cdiforniais heading in the wrong direction.

Among Democrets, 63%
think we are heading for bad times. Only 31% of Republicans think that way.

Proposition 73, isthe “Waiting Period and Parental Natification before Termination on Minor’'s Pregnancy Initiative.”
It would require physicians to notify the parent or legd guardian of a pregnant minor at least 48 hours before
termination of pregnancy. It is supported by 57% overdl of San Diego County voters, with 31% opposing.
Republicans strongly support the initiative with 77%. Democrats support is only 28%.

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Proposition 74 isthe “ Public School Teachers Waiting Period for Permanent Status Dismissd Initiative.” 1t would
increase the length of time required before a teacher becomes a permanent employee from two compl ete consecutive
school yearsto five. Overal, 58% approve and 33% disapprove. Among Republicans, thisinitiative has srong
support, 77%, to only 31% for Democrats.

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Proposition 75, is the “Public Employee Union Dues. Redtriction on Political Contributions. Employee Consent
Requirement Initiative.” It prohibits the use by public employee labor organizations of public employee dues or fees
for politica contribution except with the prior consent of individua public employees each year on a specified written
form. Overdl, this propostion is leading 59% to 29%, with Republicans supporting the proposition 78%, Democrats
30%. Remarkably, support among labor union households is 52% with 40% opposing.

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Proposition 76 is the “ State Spending and School Funding Limits Initiative.” It limits state spending to prior year
levels plus the average revenue growth of the previous years. It dso changes the minimum school funding
requirements under propodgition 98, and iminates repayment requirement when minimum funding suspended. This
proposition is ahead in the poll with 42% supporting and 33% opposing. Republicans are the big supporters, with
59% supporting. Only 17% of Democrats support.

Proposition 76, The State Spending and School Funding Limits Initiative.
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Proposition 77 isthe “ Redidricting Initigtive.” It amends the process for redidtricting California s Senate, Assembly,
Congressond and Board of Equdization didtricts. It requires a pane of three retired judges, selected by legidative
leaders, to adopt a new redigtricting plan if measure passes, and after each nationd census. Overdl, thisinitidiveis
supported by 51% of the voters and opposed by 28%. Republicans strongly support this initiative with 67% in
favor, only 13% opposed. Among Democrats 27%, favor, 49% oppose.
