San Diego — In the dally tracking poll released today by Datamar Inc., Jerry Sandersretains hislead of 51% to 44%
for Donna Frye. Among City of San Diego high-propensity registered voters, Sanders 7% lead has remained the
same since last Wednesday. This non-partisan race is sharply divided among palitica parties. Frye leads among
Democrats, 73%, to 20% for Sanders. Sanders’ lead among Republicans is 85% to 12% for Frye. Sanders leads
with maes 51% and with femaes 50%, while Frye garners support from 43% of maes and 44% of femaes.
