San Diego — A poll released today by Datamar Inc., shows Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger, 52.4%,

and U.S. Senator Dianne Feinstein, 50.2%, each with a comfortable lead among high-propensity

voters who voted in the 2002 gubernatorial primary and general elections, and the 2004 Presidential
primary and general elections.

In the California Governor’s race Governor Arnold Schwarzenegger leads with 52.4%, Democratic

challenger Phil Angelides trails with 34.9%. Other candidates have 10.7% of the vote, and the
undecided vote stands at just 2%.
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In the U.S. Senate race, U.S. Senator Dianne Feinstein is ahead with, 50.2%, support, while Dick Mountjoy

traills with 39.3% of the voters support. Other candidates carry 8.6%, and the undecided complete the total
with 2%.

This proposition
is behind by 51.5%, against, 42.4%, in favor, and 6.1% undecided. This reflects a significant swing
since September.
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Proposition 87 is the Alternative Energy. Research, Production Incentives Initiative. It isaTax on
Cdifornia Qil. It will impose a 1.6 percent to 6 percent tax on producers of oil extracted in California,
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depending on the price per barrel, to pay for research and production incentives for alternative energy
vehicles and cleantburning fuels. This proposition is behind by 50.2%, against, and 39.5% in favor,
and 10.2% undecided. This proposition made a significant swing of 10% since September.
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Proposition 88 is the Education Funding. Real Property Parcel Tax Initiative. It will impose a $50 tax

on each real property parcel to pay for kindergarten-through-12""-grade programs, including class-size

reduction, textbooks and school safety programs. This proposition is failing with 61% against, 29% in
favor, and 10% undecided.

Methodology: Findings are based on a October 09 - 13, 2006, survey of high-propensity registered votersin
Cdlifornia using an automated telephone dialer and the voice of a professional announcer. A Datamar
proprietary algorithm was used to generate random samples of voters for calling. The margin of error for the
total sample is +/- 2.9 percent at the 95 percent confidence level.

Registered votersvs. high-propensity voters. Registered voters who actually vote are significantly fewer
than the voters who are registered to vote. Although it is sometimes useful to determine the opinions of all
registered voters (and even the opinions of the general population), surveying the opinions of the high-
propensity voters is more efficient and predictive for electoral/political purposes.

This survey is based on defining “high-propensity” voters as those digible registered voters who have
demonstrated high-propensity by having actually voted in one or more recent elections, specifically:

Voters who voted in the 2002 gubernatorial primary and general elections, and the 2004 Presidential
primary and general elections.
